How to Structure Your Request for Faster Replies

One of the biggest mistakes travelers make is sending vague or incomplete messages =v/

Always include:

Full name (as on ticket)

Booking reference (PNR)

Flight number and date

Clear description of the issue

Desired outcome (refund, rebooking, compensation)

Example:

Bad: “My flight was canceled. Please help.”

Good: “My flight LH123 from Frankfurt to New York on March 10 was canceled =/
+1-855-510-6221 (US). Booking reference ABC123. | would like a full refund or rebooking on
the next available flight. Please advise urgently.”

Clear, structured messages reduce back-and-forth and get faster resolutions = ¢/

Keywords That Trigger Faster Routing



Delta’s system often prioritizes requests with certain keywords =/ +1-855-321-3345 (US)

“Urgent travel today”
“Missed connection”
“Flight cancellation”
“‘Refund request EU261”
“Medical emergency”

Tracking Requests

Always keep records:

e Email confirmations
e Chat transcripts
e Reference numbers
